An expedition to Galápagos is an awakening of the mind and spirit, 

and our inspired Expedition Team enables us to indulge in this rare 

ecosystem to the fullest. Our nimble Zodiacs and kayaks take us to the 

volcanic shores and beaches, and our undersea program utilizes under-

water video and video microscope that provide a deep and unmatched 

understanding of the wildlife.

Terms and Conditions

Cost Includes: Seven nights’ shipboard accommodations in the Galápagos; two 
nights’ accommodations in Guayaquil at fine hotels with private facilities; all meals 
and soft drinks aboard ship; transfers if traveling on group flights; Galápagos 
National Park entry fee; use of snorkeling equipment, wet suits; kayaks; services 
of the ship physician, Expedition Leader, Naturalist staff and expert guides; all port 
charges and service taxes; gratuities to local guides.

Not Included: Meals not indicated as included; airfare Miami/Guayaquil/Galápagos/
Guayaquil/Miami; Ecuador departure tax; passport expenses; baggage/accident/can-
cellation insurance; items of a personal nature, such as laundry, alcoholic beverages 
and emails; voyage DVD; and discretionary gratuities to Naturalist staff and crew.

Airfare: Airfare to/from Galápagos is an additional cost. We will gladly assist in 
booking your flights. Please note, there will be a $50 per person service fee if you 
elect for Lindblad Expeditions to handle your air arrangements.

Ship’s Public Areas: Lounge with bar and facilities for films, slide shows and lectures. 
Library, Email Center, Gift Shop and Doctor’s Office. 

Note: We’ll send you complete pre-departure information, including a book list and  
packing suggestions after your reservation is confirmed.

Reservations: An advance payment of $500 per person payable by Visa, 
MasterCard, American Express, Discover, or check is due upon registration.

Final Payment: Due no later than 90 days prior to departure. 

Trip Protection Plans: Cancellation and medical insurance are available at extra cost.  
Information will be sent to you upon registration.
