SCOTLAND’S  HIGHLANDS & ISLANDS
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The Caledonian Canal is 
an engineering marvel. 
Conceived in the latter 
part of the 18th century 
to connect the North 
Sea with the Atlantic 
and revitalize the 
economy of the Scottish 
Highlands, it was finally 
completed in 1822 after 19 
years of construction. As an 
artery of commerce it was almost 
immediately outmoded, as many 
new ships were too large to use the canal, 
but its status as a point of pride and attraction for 
Scotland was cemented when Queen Victoria sailed 
its waterways in 1873. It remains beloved by Scots and 
visitors today.

On our voyage aboard Lord of the Glens—the only ship 
of its kind able to undertake such a voyage—we’ll pass 
through 22 locks (including the flight of 8 locks known as 
Neptune’s Staircase), sail along 5 lochs and several rivers 
and waterways, and pass through 7 swing bridges. We’ll 
then proceed to the Inner Hebrides and the historic isles of 
Mull, Iona, Eigg, and Skye—a voyage that is tremendous in 
scope and a source of learning and enjoyment.

DAYS 1 AND 2: U.S./INVERNESS, 
SCOTLAND/EMBARK
Depart for Inverness, arriving the next morn-
ing. Board Lord of the Glens and settle into 
your cabin. Gather for a reception and dinner 
on board tonight, and a performance by junior 
Scottish dancers. (Day 2: D)

DAY 3: CULLODEN/CLAVA CAIRNS/
LOCH NESS
Visit Culloden, the infamous battlefield where 
Bonnie Prince Charlie’s Jacobite forces were 
defeated in 1746. See the prehistoric standing 

stones and passage tombs of Clava Cairns.
