Sometimes the stars truly align, and today was one of those days. A last
minute destination change resulted in a once in a lifetime experience.
This is how the story goes.

Our original destination was the Blue Lagoon in Rangiroa. Due to

unexpected circumstances, destiny wanted us to go somewhere else.
That location was the Green Lagoon in Rangiroa. Coconut trees surround this beautiful sandy
beach, one of the two entrances to Rangiroa.

The Green Lagoon was also the destination of the traditional voyaging canoe, Fa’afaite.
Fa’afaite left Tahiti four days ago with a crew, navigator trainees, and Punua, a Master Mariner.

During the morning, the Fa’afaite entered Rangiroa with its beautiful silhouette marked by
two sails. The crew made its way to the white sandy beach. Tua, our cultural navigator and
naturalist, greeted the crew in Polynesian. Punua and the crew chanted back. Hakus and heis
were exchanged (ornamentation for the head and shoulders made by vines), and right in front
of our eyes, a beautiful ceremony occurred.
